Summary
I have a balanced approach to my professional career as a clinician. Clinical work with a commitment to translational research;  My present position since November 2015 as a clinician-scientist with a substantive research commitment is to focus research programmes in strabismus, eye movements, accommodation and cerebral visual impairment is a new phase in my career. 
Over the last three years, with the support of SK and the executive team, collaborating with senior scientists we have made progress.

Leading a team of young scientist and utilizing resources within SK we have the established a new visuomotor laboratory with instrumentation to measure accommodation and vergence in both eyes simultaneously at all distances to answer important questions on the role accommodation-vergence in strabismus. 

The visual electrophysiology system at SK has been upgraded to work with a more contemporary operating system and extend the capabilities to assessment of multiple visual functions in strabismus, amblyopia and cerebral visual impairment. 
Pilot data has been collected resulting in several presentations at national and international research (ARVO, VSS, CVRS) and clinical conferences (AAPOS, Blind Babies Foundation), one paper is under review; another being written. I am actively applying for grants to NIH. In the meantime I have brought over a grant of just over $120,000 to contribute to the overall setting up this research work.

In addition, I have reorganized Brown Bags and Colloquia; improved lecture theater facilities; Chair the BB and Colloquium; and Clinical Vision Research Committee.
I have also established connections outside of SK with the Eye Institute (California Pacific Medical Center) and also teach their residents. Residents have collaborated with scientists at SK; recent resident won an award for outstanding research and the next resident is starting research with a senior scientist for 9 months, later this year. 

The local Bay Area Strabismus club now holds one of its meetings at SK.

I was invited to organize the SK symposium at CLADE, Buenos Aires, Argentina in 2017 and have been invited to do so again for CLADE 2020 in Cartagena, Colombia.
Previously, I worked for 24 years as an ophthalmic surgeon and part-time research scientist. My clinical work involved setting up and managing a children’s eye department practicing clinical and surgical pediatric ophthalmology and adult strabismus with a commitment to translational research; theoretical teaching with practical skill transfer training; capacity building and tackling childhood visual impairment in the developed and developing world. 
Through working with different disciplines: clinicians, research scientists, innovators, entrepreneurs, psychologists, patients and parents; I have gained considerable research experience and lead on the research activities in the department through the Vision Assessment Unit. I continue to be involved in hands on research in addition to supervising research. My interest lies in translational research and is encouraged when I see the potential of transforming a clinical challenge or a laboratory based research idea into practical and beneficial routine clinical practice.
I have been taught by some of the greatest minds in ophthalmology. This has helped me to develop my own teaching and training paradigms. One of my strongest beliefs is that we must teach and train our medical and associated personnel to ensure the highest quality of care. Teaching must move from the lectern o more interactive methods of engaging the learners.

I have not forgotten my origins in India and have held the strong belief that we must share expertise across the nations with our colleagues, teach and learn, so that all patients may benefit regardless of where they are. I have had the privilege of working with and gaining experience with many charitable organizations in many different parts of the world. In order to fill the gap, with a dedicated group of Trustees I have set up Vision4Children (V4C), a unique child and family focused international charity. V4C has a holistic approach to childhood visual impairment comprising capacity building through sustainable programs in the areas of the world where the need is the greatest, helping parents and children through its parent support group and funding translational research to improve the management of the commonest causes of childhood blindness.
